Volunteerism

Band Bash

She announced there are sign up sheets on the back tables for volunteering your time the day of B.B.  You can volunteer for more than one job that day. Raising Funds to pay for your childs Fair Share 
There are many opportunities to raise money for your childs fair share without having to pay for it out of pocket.  The first thing you must do is log on to the Bulldog Band web site and create an account for your child and then yourself.  These accounts must be linked to keep your accounts accurate.  If you have any questions concerning student accounts  please contact Christine Gunter.  Kim passed out website address slips for parents to log on and check events and your childs account.

RBC Consessions 

We work many events at RBC.   You earn $35.00 as a regular volunteer and $50.00 as a stand leader for each event you work.   In order to work events that serve alcohol you must be ALE trained.  This training is available through the RBC center and you only have to do this training one time.

Walnut Creek Ampitheater 
We also work conssesions that serve alcohol here.  Again $35.00 and $50.00 per event worked.  To work Walnut Creek events you must have TIPS and RASP training.  These are valid for 3 years.
Raleigh Ampithiater  
To work consessions here you need to be TIPS trained.  Again it is valid for 3 years.

Staff One
To work staff one you do not need any specific training.  Here take tickets and user for Duke and NCSU football games.  You earn $7.50 per hour for working.  You must sign in and out to be paid for working.

Fundraisers
~     Fruit sale is our biggest fund raiser of the year.  This will begin in September.  Allison Shackelford  may be our chairman.  Delivery of fruit is early December.

~     Zap-a-Snack is our first fundraiser of the year.  Sales begin tonight and the last day to turn in orders is Monday, August 23, 2010.  45% of sales will go to your students account.  Orders will be back mid September.  All the items are frozen so you need to make plans to pick items up when they are delivered.

~     Grocery Cards -  Margie Caughlin is in charge of selling grocery cards.  You buy the card for the face value and the band gets 5% back from the grocery store.  Margie has cards for Harris Teeter, Food Lion, and Kroger.  Contact Margie for information or to buy cards.

~     Food Lion cards must be linked on line.
