A

t the October 7 Booster 

meeting, president 

Charles Finch presented 

a “State of the Band 

Boosters” address.  

 

At the present time

, 

81.7% of the budgeted 

income has been co

l-

lected.  This represents  

an improvement over the 

activity fee collection rate 

of the previous year but 

does not reach our goal 

of 90% collection of a

c-

ti

v

ity fees.  The budget 

was developed based on 

the goal of  90% colle

c-

tion.  As a result, wit

h-

out adjustment, the 

budget had a deficit of 

$15,000.  In order to ba

l-

ance the budget, the 

board, at its most recent 

meeting, reduced certain 

line items in the budget 

for a total budget redu

c-

tion of $15,000.  As we 

continue to collect u

n-

paid activity fees, it will 

be possible to return the 

money to the budget line 

items or possibly desi

g-

nate these collections for 

special expenses such as 

new uniforms.

along with the amount 

owed.  Please check this 

list.

One trend which causes 

some concer

n has been

and, if applicable, has 

also been charged the 

$50 late fee which was in

Now that we are working 

with a balanced budget 

again, we will be able to  

assess our ability to pu

r-

chase  new uniforms.  

Mr. Scott will have a pr

o-

totype uniform and more 

precise cost information 

at the November booster 

meeting.  At that time, 

we will have a clear pi

c-

ture of what the total 

pu

r

chase price will be 

and the remaining funds 

the booster organization 

needs to supply.  (Band 

Bash profits will go t

o-

ward uniform pu

r-

chases.)  If the boosters 

decide to proceed with 

this purchase, students 

will be measured in D

e-

cember.  The order will 

be placed in December 

with a delivery window of 

90 to 100 days.
